JULAC is holding a forum for the staff of the JULAC Libraries

Each presentation will be approximately 15- 20 minutes.  Presenters will be advised on the required length of their presentation after the program has been finalized. At the end of the presentations for each themed session there will be a 15-20 minute question and answer session for the presentations given in that session.
